I. ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
A) passing the compulsory part of the state graduation exam, i.e.:

1. Croatian – higher level

2. Math – elementary (or higher) level

3. English – higher level

B) medical fitness to study that is proved by submitting a certificate issued by an occupational medicine doctor. All the applicants who have, in the selection process, gained the right to enrol in the study programme must undergo a medical assessment of fitness.

II. SCORING SCHEME
The total number of points that applicants can acquire is 1000. The applicants are scored based on their:

1. attainment in secondary school– maximum of 300 points

2. state graduation exam results – maximum of 600 points

3. special accomplishments – 100 points

II.1. Scoring of attainment in secondary school 
The applicants can acquire maximum 300 points based on their grade point average obtained in all four-year secondary school subjects. 


II.2. Scoring of graduation exam results

Up to 600 points can be acquired based on the exam results achieved in core subjects depending on exam level:

· Croatian – higher level max. 200 points (threshold is 36% of the overall score) 

· Math – elementary level max. 200 points (threshold is 36% of the overall score) 

· English – higher level max. 200 points (threshold is 36% of the overall score) 

II.3. Scoring of special accomplishments
The applicants can acquire 100 points if: 

- they have achieved fourth through tenth place in state competition in the area of Croatian, foreign language, Latin and Greek, Math, Physics, Chemistry, Biology, Geography, Informatics, History, Logics and Philosophy organized by the ministry in charge of education or a state agency. The applicants who have achieved first through third place in the competition in the aforementioned subject areas gain the right to enrol directly.

- they have been granted the status of top-class athletes of 1st to 3rd category (certificate of the Croatian Olympics Committee required)

- if they have completed additional four-year secondary school - music, dance, visual arts or any other for-year secondary art school (end of year reports from secondary art school for all four years and certificate of final paper required). 

The applicant is awarded 100 points regardless of whether he/she meets one or several requirements described in the section II.3.
